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The construction of the water tower is
well under way. The digging and con-
struction activity near the entrance to
Maintenance is directly related to main
lines from the new tower.

The trailers in that area are
temporary and our being used by the
welders and steel workers. They were
originally planned to be placed in the
maintenance/utility area but construction
has taken all available space.

Final letters of reminder to the remaining
lot owners on canals without bulkheads
have gone out. Since the Membership
approved mandatory bulkheads on canal
lots to prevent erosion over 30 new canal
bulkheads have been constructed.

The Board has directed that appropriate
applications for the proposed construc-
tion of additional boat slips be filed with
local and federal agencies immediately.
These slips would be constructed adja-
cent to the parking lot of the Marina

Club.

This action ex-
tends insurance coverage to members of
this fine organization while on Cove busi-
ness.
